Can God use a tragedy to launch a lifetime of ministry?
In 1957 Munir Kakish faced the reality of losing his father. Because 
of financial hardship, Munir's mother sent her 10-year-old son to 
an orphanage in the town of Ramallah. Ten miles outside of Jeru-
salem this small town became home for Munir. While the situation 
was grim, God used this tragedy to change both Munir and the 
town of Ramallah forever.
After finishing college, Dr. Munir Kakish returned to Ramallah 
in 1978 with his wife, Sharon. Munir and Sharon committed to 
sharing the love of Christ with the people of Ramallah. Dr. Munir 
planted a small church, and Sharon became a teacher. As the 
Kakishes became invested in the community, they discovered the 
physical and spiritual needs of the people. Dr. Munir started RCO 
Ministries, an organization designed to spread the Gospel and 
assist the poor. In 1997 Munir founded the Home of New Life. This 
orphanage provides a home for children facing similar hardships 
to those Munir experienced as a boy. God used a tragedy to launch 
a young orphan into a lifetime of ministry. 
Munir and Sharon would like to thank the FBBC family for our 15 
years of faithful support.
